Scouting For Food is an annual community
service program that the BSA began in 1986.
Scouts within our district (and 20,000 Scouts
around the country during these spring months
collect food to support local food banks. Pack 1
collections benefit Valley Outreach in Stillwater
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Valley Outreach serves approximately 240 locg
families each month, providing non-perishable
household and personal care items, food or
money. All families served reside in the Stillwat
School District, so our local neighbors. About
45% of the people helped are children, 5% are
elderly, and 10% physically or mentally
challenged. The balance are adults.

How Does It Work? Cub Scouts from Pack 126
will pick up SFF door bags at our April Pack
Meeting. During the week of 4/21-4/25 the boyg
hang the bags on neighborhood doors, pick the
filled bags up on Saturday morning, April 26"
and bring their donations to weigh-in at
SVCUMC. We weigh and combine all of the
donations for one large trip to Valley Outreach.

During 2007, our Pack collected over 800 LBS
food, with just 11 boys participating.his year,
our goal is to get 20 participants, and collect
over 1,000 pounds of food. PLEASE be a part

Camping Coordinator — Pack 126 needs a Camping
Coordinator to help us with camping events.

We can limit our needs to specific events if necessary (i.e.

Scouting year), or helping out with events such as Polar Cubs
or Akela, to organize sign-ups, travel, buying drinks & supplies,
etc. Time commitment is estimated to be 3-4 hours per month.

Assistant Cub Master — Pack 126 is in need of an additional
Assistant Cub Master to join us in leading the Pack and our
Pack Meetings. We would like to fill this position as soon as
possible, and it would (or could) eventually lead to Cub Master,
as our current Cub Master and Assistant Cub Master will be
moving on after February 2009. Seems like a long time off, but
is only 1 season of Cub Scouting away. Commitment is 4-6
hours per month, plus some additional time depending on
events attended or coordinated. All it takes is the ability to be a
bit organized, and to act as spokesperson when it comes to the
Pack Meeting and other events. This is one of the best jobs in
Scouting, as you can be fun and there is a lot of latitude in what
you can do when planning Pack Meetings.
