We can limit our needs to specific events if necessary (i.e.
coordinating set-up of cookouts/campouts at SVUMC during the
Scouting year), or helping out with events such as Polar Cubs
or Akela, to organize sign-ups, travel, buying drinks & supplies,
etc. Time commitment is estimated to be 3-4 hours per month.

Awards Coordinator — Pack 126 is in need of a new Awards
Coordinator, training to begin Fall/Winter 2007. The early
months of this position will include working with our current
awards coordinator to learn the system and needs of the
position. This position organizes awards, using reports off of
our PackMaster software (which all leaders already use),
procures our monthly awards from the local Scout Shop,
packages & organizes awards for the Pack Meetings, and also
helps with rechartering and recruiting materials such as books,
slides, etc. throughout the year. Time commitment is estimated
to be 4-6 hours per month, plus some errands to pick up
materials and awards.
