Camping Coordinator – Pack 126 needs a Camping 
Coordinator to help us with camping events.  This position can 
administer all annual camp events, or could be a split position. 
We can limit our needs to specific events if necessary (i.e. 
coordinating set-up of cookouts/campouts at SVUMC during the 
Scouting year), or helping out with events such as Polar Cubs 
or Akela, to organize sign-ups, travel, buying drinks & supplies, 
etc.  Time commitment is estimated to be 3-4 hours per month. 
 
Assistant Cub Master – Pack 126 is in need of an additional 
Assistant Cub Master to join us in leading the Pack and our 
Pack Meetings. We would like to fill this position as soon as 
possible, and it would (or could) eventually lead to Cub Master, 
as our current Cub Master and Assistant Cub Master will be 
moving on after February 2009.  Seems like a long time off, but 
is only 1-1/2 seasons of Cub Scouting away. Commitment is 4-6 
hours per month, plus some additional time depending on 
events attended or coordinated.  All it takes is the ability to be a 
bit organized, and to act as spokesperson when it comes to the 
Pack Meeting and other events.  This is one of the best jobs in 
Scouting, as you can be fun and there is a lot of latitude in what 
you can do when planning Pack Meetings.
